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Born in 1834, Charles Spurgeon was known as the Prince of éachers. He was one of
children of John Spurgeon, who farmed Charles out to Isi grandparents when he was 18 mont
old. His grandfather was a minister, and Charles’ favoritepastime was spending hours in th
attic, reading books by Paul Bunyan and other 19th century auttrs. David Livingston was a
contemporary of Spurgeon, who asked him one day, “How do you dal the work that you do?”
Charles’ reply was, “There are two of us.” Charles wouldwork up to 18 hours a day. He became a popular
minister in England, and his favorite subject was GOD’snajesty. Charles’s sermons were sent to the churches
America and sold on the street, 25,000 copies every week, whipeople read in more than 20 languages. He
occupied the same pulpit for more than forty years.
