    “...serve the Lord with gladness; come before Him with joyful singing.  
Know that the Lord He is GOD; it is He Who has made us, and not we 
ourselves. We are His people and the sheep of His pasture. Enter His gates 
with Thanksgiving and His courts with Praise! Give thanks to Him - bless 
His Name. For the Lord is good; His loving-kindness is everlasting, and His 
truth endures to all generations!”  For some of you reading this Psalm, it is 
a hard word to swallow.  Life has been tough and you can’t identify with 
most of what Psalm 100 says.  But know this, GOD created you to praise 
Him, and in praising Him, your life will come into congruency and you will 
have purpose for living.  Hebrews 13:15 says it so well, “Through Jesus 
therefore, let us offer a continual sacrifice of praise to GOD, that is the fruit 
of our lips, proclaiming our allegiance to His Name!” � But you say, 
“Barbara, how can I praise Him when my life’s in such turmoil?” As a 
Believer you must come to the point where you realize that you were created 
to serve and worship the One Who created you, and know this as Rhema on 
the tablet of your heart - That... 
1) The Lord, He is GOD, the only living and true GOD, Who has your best 

interests in mind. “The Lord, He is GOD....” (Deuteronomy 7:9) 
2) He is your Creator - “It is He Who has made us and not we 

ourselves.” (Ps. 100:3) Scientists have been able to clone, but they are 
not been able to create something out of nothing; GOD created you out 
of nothing: “You are fearfully and wonderfully made!” (Psalm 139) 

3) He is your rightful Owner - to Him you belong; you are not your own.  
“For you have been bought with a price, therefore glorify GOD in your 
body.” (I Cor. 6:20); “You did not choose Me, but I chose you and 
appointed you that you should go and bear fruit....” (John 15:16) 

4) He is your sovereign Ruler - you are no longer at liberty to do what your 
flesh wants, but what your Father has destined you to be.  It is vital for 
every Believer to say every day, as Jesus said in the Garden, “Not My 
will but Thine be done,” and in the Lord’s Prayer, “Thy will be done on 
earth (in me) as it is in heaven.” (Matthew 6:10) 

5) That He is your bountiful Benefactor - you are not only His sheep, but 
the sheep of His pasture.  In His pasture you have everything you need 
to live and be blessed!  Your Shepherd promised abundant life! 

6) He is a GOD, infinite in mercy and goodness - Psalm 100:5 stands on its 
own: “For the Lord is good....” You can rely and trust in Him; He is that 
everlasting fountain that never will run dry; so drink your fill often!   

7) He is a GOD of Truth and Faithfulness - that is His Name! When He 
says that His Truth endures to all generations, that means that no Word 
of His shall fall to the ground dead or be ineffective.  “So shall My Word 
be which goes forth from My Mouth; it shall not return to Me empty 
without accomplishing what I desire, and without succeeding in the 
matter for which I sent it!” (Isaiah 55:11)  ��>?�3�

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   When I was a young boy growing up in Durango, Dad decided 
to move us out in the country.  So, we packed up everything, 
including a cow and chickens, and moved 5 miles out of 

Durango.  This was during World War II and times were tough.  Dad 
worked for the Post Office, but then decided that GOD called him into 
the ministry, and I couldn’t understand why the family had to get along 
with so very little if GOD was in this thing. That meant that when I 
walked to school every day, I was on my own. The only thing wrong with that was the school was in town

And my parents, ministers of the gospel, felt that their hands were tied when 
it came to their children’s welfare.  What I would’ve done to have my Mom and Dad confess over me, AB?�������
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      I want you to know Derin in a deeper way, because he communicated with GOD on a 
level most people only dream about.  Though he was educated in a worldly system, he 
chucked it all for a life of communion with his Creator.  Derin wanted people to 
experience the deep, inner peace that he experienced with his Father.  He also wanted 
people to follow after the things of GOD in pursuing the blessings and not making 
excuses for their tenacity in making the Kingdom of GOD work in this tactile world.  He 
didn’t believe in coping and was always expecting results from his time with the Lord. 
   The following is an excerpt from one of his yellow pads that he frequently carried with 
him.  It explains how the mind can take you for a ride that leads you to a dead end.  In 
the Christian walk, reason must be abandoned, and you must allow your spirit, the inner man of the heart, to gain 
ascendancy in your life.

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    This month, for the first time in 12 years, we are asking you to pray “in the 
spirit”,  with a battle tongue, for a victory against an insidious and relentless enemy.  We have a critical situation on 
our hands, and unlike Venezuela, we have been warned in the news and through Tony’s e-mails, of the volatile 
atmosphere that lies heavy on the country of Honduras. 
   Tony’s Prayer Request:  As you may have heard already, on June 28th, the Honduran armed forced stormed the 
presidential palace in the capital city and arrested Pres. Manuel Zelaya, after months of tensions over his endeavors 
to revoke presidential term limits (by the way, he is leftist and desires a communist regime much like Hugo Chavez).  
Zelaya was then exiled to Costa Rica.  Later that day, the Honduran Congress voted Zelaya out of office, replacing 
him with Roberto Micheletti.  Since that day, there has been rising tension in the country, partly due to the U.S.’s 
failure to recognize the current Honduran government as valid, and the U.S.’s subsequent discontinuation of ALL 
funding to Honduras (except for humanitarian aid).  Violence in the streets has also increased, with a severe decrease 
in law and order.
