“A man's religious beliefs sets the seal of his heddrms his character, and directs his every
action. In short, a man's religion and the devotion it inspirésthe history of his story and the
story behind the story of history."These words Christopher penned in his journal, belieng
that GOD had a special plan for his life. He had a bief that GOD intended for him to sail the
Atlantic Ocean in order to spread Christianity. He said his prayers several times daily,
knowing that GOD would direct him in this mission. Columbus wrote what he called éBook
of Prophecies which is a compilation of passages Columbus seledtfrom the Bible which he
believed were pertinent to his mission of discovery. Iiis Book of Prophecieshe collected
passages from the Bible that inspired him to plan hisoyage: Proverbs 8:27, which speaks of the earth's surface as
being curved; Isaiah 40:22, the spherical earth; and the ocearurrents in Isaiah 43:16. He would later describe his
discovery of the New World as "the fulfillment of what Isaiah prophesied,"” from Isaiah 24:15 - "Isles beyond the
sea," and Isaiah 60:9. Columbus's own writings prove that he believed that GOD evealed His plan for the world in
the Bible, the infallible Word of GOD. Columbus believedthat he was obeying the mission GOD staked out for his
life when he set sail west across the Atlantic Ocean.

Land was sighted at 2a.m. on 12 October 1492. Columbus called the island (in what iow The Bahamag San
Salvador; the indigenous peoplehe encountered, the_ucayan, Taino or Arawak, were peaceful and friendly. From
the 12 October 1492 entry in his journal he wrote of them;Many of the men | have seen have scars on their bodies,
and when | made signs to them to find out how this happened, thdicated that people from other nearby islands came
to San Salvador to capture them; they defend themselves thethey can. | believe that people from the mainland come
here to take them as slaves. | think they can very easilynade Christians, for they seem to have no religion. If it@bes
our Lord, | will take six of them to Your Highnesses wherdépart, in order that they may learn our language-e was
not the first man to discover the New World, but his presnce left an impact on what we now call “The Americas.”
This October 12th marks the 515th anniversary of his arrival inthe New World. He died on May 20th, 1506 at the
age of 54 with his sons beside him. As we celebratel@mbus Day, let us recognize that the guidance of GOy this
man'’s life, led to the discovery of the New World.
